We understand a parent’s concern and wondering, “Will my child be successful in Kindergarten if they attend preschool here?” In a word:  yes!

Students will be taught some very important skills in our 4 and 5 year old class, including but not limited to:

· Recognizing and correctly naming by sight their upper and lower case letters. (What letter is this?)

· Writing the letter (upper and lower case) when called by name. (Can you write the lowercase letter W?) This includes teaching the proper technique for holding a pencil correctly and making the letter using the correct stroke steps, such as moving from top to bottom and left to right.)

· Write their name.

· Stating the sound a letter makes. (B says …)

· Name a word that begins with a specified letter. (Ball begins with B.)

· Counting by memory to at least 50.

· Stating the number in a set of objects up to 10. (There are 9 marbles on the plate.)

· Writing numbers from 1-10 when called by name. (Can you write the number 8?)

· Grouping sets of objects with the appropriate written number. (If there are 9 marbles on the plate, can you place the card with the number 9 on top of it?)

· Identify sets that contain more/less or which comes first or last.

· Sequencing events. (What happened after Goldilocks sat in the chair? What happened first: the bears went for a walk or Goldilocks took a nap?)

· The days of the week and the months of the year.

· How to spell each color:  red, blue, green, yellow, white, black, orange, purple.

· Continue a pattern of objects, such as AB AB, AAB AAB

· Say the “Pledge of Allegiance.”
